Bu yil iki yazinin da temasi dil
idi; dilin gelisimini, gecmiste ve simdi nasil kullanildidi, kultur ve tarihi degerler Gzerinde oynadigi rol
hakkindadir. Genel olarak adaylarin icerigi ¢ok iyi anladigi goruliyor. Birgok aday bu kagidi yanitlarken gok
iyi performans gosterdi.

Sorular lizerinde yorumlar

Soru 1

1 soru, farklh uzunlukta cevaplar gerektiren birgok soruyu i¢erir. Bu sorular A bdlumu hakkindadir ve
adaylarin asagidakileri becerilerini test eder:

acik anlamlari anlayin ve ifade edin

ortik anlamlari ve tutumlari anlayin, agiklayin ve kullanin

belirli amaglar igin gerekli olani segin, analiz edin ve degerlendirin
yazarlarin okuyucuyu nasil etkilemeyi basardidini anlayin.

Okuma i¢in 20 puan ve Yazma icin 5 puan vardir. Yazma boéliminde, adaylarin paragraflari, dilbilgisi
yapilarini, cimleleri, noktalama isaretlerini ve imlay1 dogru ve etkili kullanma becerileri degerlendirilir. 1.
Soruda basarili olmak igin adaylarin alt sorularin cevaplarinin her zaman metin A da bulundugunu
hatirlamalari gerekir. Cevaplar metnin herhangi bir yerinden alinabilecegi herhangi bir 6zet soru olmasi
disinda, alt sorular bilgilerin metinde goérindiigu siraya gore dizenlenmistir.

Bazi adaylar dinlerini bagka dilleri konusan
insanlara onlarin dilinde aciklamak istediklerini yazmadiklari igin puan almadilar.

(b) Bu soru adaylarin ¢ogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Sadece sorunun bir bélimiine yanit verenler
tam puan alamadi.

(c) Bu soruya ¢ok giizel yanitlar vardi. Bazi adaylar kendi kelimelerini kullanarak yazarin duygularini
cok iyi acikladilar.

(d) Bu soruya ¢ok gesitli yanitlar vardi. ‘Nazim Hikmet gibi bir yazara sahip olan bir tlke kendi
kiltirinG diger Ulkelere tanitma firsati bulur.” gibi yanitlar tam puan aldi. Sadece eserlerinin diger
dillere ¢evrilmis olmasi degil, bu gevirilerin dile olan yararlari da yanit olarak bekleniyordu.

(n) Bu soru adaylarin ¢gogu tarafindan dogru yanitlandi. Bazi adaylar ‘diismanca bakislar’ yerine bagka
bircok sifat kullandilar.

(o) Bu soru da birgok aday tarafindan dogru yanitlandi.

1 Sorunun sorularinin timd 20 puandir. Geri kalan 5 puani almak igin yanitlarda kullanilan dilin agik,
gerektiginde karmasik dil yapisinda ve kelime c¢esitliligi yansitmasi gerekir.

Bu yil birgok aday bilimsel ve kiiltirel degerler agisindan dillerin korunmasinin yararlarini belirterek bir yazi
yazmak igin iki metinden de anahtar bilgileri segmeyi basardilar. Sinav formati hakkinda bilgisi olmayan veya
soruyu dikkatli okumayan adaylar metinleri kullandilar fakat ‘dillerin bilimsel ve kuiltirel 6zellikleri hakkinda’
bir yazi yazmadilar. Metinlerin 6zetini ¢ikardilar.

Adaylar bu soruyu yanitlarken, verilen iki metinden de yararlanmali, gecerli olan bilgileri secip, kisa ve 6zete
odakli olarak yazmalilar.

Okuma igin ayriimis 15 puana erisebilmek icin, adaylarin metinlerden soru ile ilgili en az 15 bilgi parcasi
segtiklerinden ve 6zlu bir bicimde yazdiklarindan emin olmalari gerekir. Ornegin bazi adaylar, bir Glkenin
yazarlarinin 6nemi hakkinda tam bir paragraf yazdilar ve yalnizca tek bir bilgi aktarildidi igin bir puan aldilar.

Adaylar 6zetlerini yazarken A boliminde séyle deniliyor ya da B boliminde bundan bahsediliyor gibi
aciklayici deyimler kullanmamalidirlar. Bu tiir deyisler hem 6zet icin uygun degildir hem de gereksiz yere
kelime sayisini artirir.

kullanin.

Key messages

In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to:

o write their answers in their own words, unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage

e write concise answers

e read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise question asked

¢ remember that if 2 marks are available for a question, they will need to provide 2 points in their answer
in order to have access to full marks for that question.

In order to do well in Question 2, candidates need to:

e read the question carefully and understand the specific focus of the summary

e remember that the summary does not have to follow the order of the 2 passages, as long as it is
coherent, well-organised and contains sentences which are linked together

e adhere to the word limit given in the question

e ensure that their work is presented legibly.

Candidates should ensure that they plan their time during the examination in order to allow themselves

sufficient time at the end to check their work. As well as marks for Reading, marks for Writing are awarded
for this paper, so candidates should remember to check their grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

General comments

This question paper consists of 2 passages linked by a common theme. The theme of the passages this year
was language: the development of language, how it was used in the past and now, and the role it plays in
cultural and historical values. On the whole, candidates seemed to identify well with the content. Many
candidates performed well on this paper.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage A and test the candidates’ ability to:

understand and collate explicit meanings

understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes
select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes
understand how writers achieve effects.

There are 20 marks available for Reading and 5 marks available for Writing. In Writing, candidates are
assessed on their ability to make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures,
sentences, punctuation and spelling. Candidates need to remember that the answers to the sub-questions
are always found in Passage A. With the exception of any synoptic questions, where answers may be
gathered from anywhere in the text, the sub-questions are posed in the order that the answers appear in the
passage. Candidates must not refer to their own previous experience or knowledge about the topic of the
text: they are required to answer the precise questions asked using information drawn from the passage.
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(a) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates were not awarded full marks
because they did not specify that priests wanted to explain their religion to foreign people in their
own language.

(b) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. Those who answered only part of the
question did not gain full marks.

(c) There were some very good answers to this question. Some of the candidates used their own
words to describe the author's feelings very well.

(d) There was a wide variety of answers to this question. Responses such as ‘A country with an author
like Nazim Hikmet will have the opportunity to promote its own culture to other countries’ received
full marks. Not only were his works translated into other languages, but the benefits of these
translations were required in the response.

(e) Candidates gave various explanations to answer this question, often using their own words.
(f) The maijority of candidates answered this question correctly.
(9) This question was mostly answered correctly. Candidates used a variety of adjectives such as

‘different’, ‘similar’, ‘separate’.

(h) A large number of candidates answered this question correctly. The most chosen option was
‘whether it is a spoken language or dialect'.

(i) Many candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates could not give correct
answers because they did not understand ‘evidence or lack of evidence.’ It is very important to
read the question very carefully and understand exactly what is being asked.

(i) This question was answered correctly by those with the reading skills to select specific information.
Those who knew the words for grammar gave successful explanations.

(k) A common mistake for some candidates was to write that the English language is considered the
mother tongue instead of the official one.

n Many candidates answered this question correctly.

(m) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly. Some candidates wrote that English is
popular only because of American movies, and they didn't score.

(n) This question was answered correctly by most candidates. Some candidates used many other
phrases instead of ‘hostile looks’.

(o) Many candidates answered this question correctly.

The sub-questions for Question 1 are worth 20 points in total. To receive the remaining 5 points, the
language used in the responses must be clear, and candidates should employ complex language structures
and use a range of vocabulary. Most candidates answered the questions using correctly structured
sentences and a variety of appropriate words. Candidates who constructed accurate sentences and used a
good range of appropriate vocabulary when presenting their answers gained good marks for Writing.

Question 2
For this question, candidates are required to write a summary of 200—250 words based on both Passage A
and Passage B. There are 15 marks available for Reading, with 1 mark awarded for each relevant point from

the passages.

Candidates should pay attention to the following points.
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e Candidates should read two texts and act as if they are writing a new text with the information they
gathered. The summary must be original.

e  The summary should reflect what the candidates have learned from the two texts, not their own
thoughts, experiences and feelings.

e Aslong as the summary is clear and logical, it does not need to be in the order of what is written in the 2
passages.

e  The length of the summary should be as specified in the question.

e  The summary should be written in full sentences and paragraphs should be logically linked to make a
meaningful text.

e Candidates must ensure that their handwriting is legible.

There are 25 marks available in total for the summary, with up to 15 marks awarded for Reading, and up to
10 marks for Writing.

For the 10 Writing marks, the summary is assessed as follows:
e Style and organisation: 5 points, grouping ideas, covering the points outlined in the question.

e Language accuracy: 5 points, clarity, carefully selected language using (where necessary) complex
language structures, using a variety of appropriate vocabulary.

This year, many candidates were able to select key information from both passages to write a summary
noting the benefits of preserving languages in terms of scientific and cultural values. Candidates who did not
know about the exam format or did not read the question carefully used the passages but did not write a
summary about ‘the scientific and cultural characteristics of languages'. They summarised the complete
passages.

When tackling this question, candidates needed to refer to both of the passages provided, select the relevant
information and present this information in a concise and focused summary.

In order to have access to the full 15 marks for Reading, candidates need to ensure that they select at least
15 relevant pieces of information from the passages and write concisely. For example, some candidates
wrote a full paragraph about the importance of the writers of a country and were awarded only one mark
because only one piece of information had been communicated.

When writing their summary, candidates need to avoid introductory sentences with phrases such as
‘Passage 1 says ..." or ‘It is mentioned in Passage 2 ...” Such phrases are inappropriate when writing a
summary and they use up words unnecessarily.

In order to have access to the full 10 marks for Writing, candidates need to show that they can:

e order and present facts, ideas and opinions.

e understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary.

e use language and register appropriate to audience and context.

e make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

Many candidates demonstrated an understanding of the rules of summary writing and were able to select the
relevant ideas from both passages, linking them to form an original piece of writing. Some candidates were
either unfamiliar with the format of the examination or did not read the question carefully enough and did not
write a summary. Instead, they wrote a composition which included their own feelings and experiences.

Candidates are advised to read the question carefully and write concisely, keeping closely to the focus of the
question.

Bu sinavda 2 bélim, her bolimde 4 konu segenegi vardir. Butlin segenekleri okumak ¢ok énemlidir.
Boylece aday kendisi igin en uygun olan konuyu secebilecektir.

Her segenek, konunun hangi anlatim bigimini gerektirdigini (agiklayici/tartismaci/éykdileyici/betimleyici)
belirtir.

Kompozisyonu yazmaya baglamadan dnce bir 0zet/taslak yazmak, en dogru basligin segilip
secilmedigini anlamak bakimindan iyi bir ydntemdir. Bazi konular ¢ekici gelebilir ama adayin o konudaki
birikimi, istenen uzunlukta bir metin yazmak igin yeterli olmayabilir. Eger metin gerekenden kisaysa,
icinde ylksek not alabilmeyi saglayacak miktarda iyi tanimlanmis, iyi gelistirilmis fikir/'sav/gorinti/hikaye
bulunma olasiligi azdir. Ozet yazmanin bir yarari da adayin dislncelerini paragraflarla diizenlemesini,
konudan sapmamasini ve tekrari 6nlemesini saglamaktir.

Cevap metninin, her iki bdlumun gerektirdigi farkli anlatim bigimlerinin farkindahdini yansitmasi da
onemlidir.

Béliim 1 metinleri tartismaci ya da aciklayicidir. Tartismaci metinlerde, yazarin belirli bir gérusu, bir
tezi, okuyucuyu ikna etmek amaciyla, savunmasi beklenir. Aciklamaci metinlerde, yazar bir tartismanin
her iki yoniina de tartisir. Amag her hangi bir gorisi hakli gikarmak degil konuyla ilgili farkh gorusleri
dengeli bir sekilde belirtmektir.

Boéliimiin 1 hem tartismaci hem de agiklamaci metinlerinde énemli konulardan biri de, ileri sirilen her
gériisii, dogrulugunu kanitlayacak sekilde desteklemektir. Ornegin, eger evden calisanlarin ofiste
¢alisanlar kadar verimli olamayacagini ileri sirliyorsaniz, bunun sebeplerini de agiklamalisiniz; eksik
olan nedir, onlari esit sekilde verimli olmaktan alikoyan nedir. Yalnizca gorusleri siralamak, onlari hakli
cikaracak sekilde desteklenmedikge, okuyucuyu ikna etmeye yetmeyecektir.

Béliim 2 metinleri ya betimleyici ya da dykuleyicidir. Betimleyici metinler, bir yer, bir kigi, bir olay vs.nin
canli, net bir goériintiistiniin okuyucunun zihninde olugsmasini hedefler. Bu metinlerde ses, renk, koku,
atmosfer gibi, bir imajin olugsmasina katkida bulunacak biitiin unsurlar kullaniimalidir. Oykdileyici
metinler bir hikaye anlatmay gerektirir. lyi bir hikaye, gercek disi olaylar anlatilsa bile tutarli olmali ve bir
doruk noktasina dogru ilerlemelidir. Geriye donusler (flashback) ve zaman atlamalari gibi yéntemler
OyklyU daha gelismis ve ilging hale getirir.

Béliim 2 sorularinda adaylarin betimleme ve dykilemeyi birbiriyle karistirmamasi dnemlidir.

1. ve 2. Béliimlerde 1 o béliimiin 2 sorularina uygun yazi dilini kullanmak da ¢ok dnemlidir. Béliim 1
sorulari biraz daha resmi bir dil gerektirir. Gelismis, birlesik cimleler, okuyucunun, agiklama ya da
tartismanin ne yonde ilerledigini anlamasina yardimci olan yonlendirici ifadeler, hem bigem ve dilbilgisi
degerlendirmesini hem de icerik notunu olumlu etkileyecektir. Béliim 2 basliklarinda ise daha konugma
dili kullanilabilir ancak adaylar metin gerektirmedikge argo ya da laubali bir dil kullanmaktan
kacinmalidir.

Batin metinlerde adaylar okuyucuyu etkilemek amaciyla nasil kullanildigini ¢ok iyi bilmedikleri
sozcukleri kullanmaktan kagcinmalidirlar. Ayni sekilde uzun ciimleler de her zaman bir metnin niteligini
artirmaz. Hatta ¢ok uzun ve karmasik cimleler okuyucunun kafasini karistirir, 6zne ve yiklem
arasindaki bagin kopmasina ve ciddi dilbilgisi hatalarina yol acgabilir.

Her iki bdlimde de cevap metninde, cesitli gelismis cimleler, anlatiimak istenen kavrami ya da etkiyi en
iyi yansitan sézcukler olmaldir.
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Noktalama ve yazim hatalari ve okunamayan el yazisi, cevabin anlagilabilirliine zarar vermektedir. Bu

yil bir cok aday kendileri i¢in en uygun konuyu se¢mis, bos sayfalarda bir taslak yapmis ve farkli metin
tiplerinin gereksinimlerini iyi kavramis gézikuyor. Istenilenden ¢ok kisa yazilmig cevap ¢ok azdi.

Sorularla ilgili yorumlar

Béliim 1

(a) Ofis kavraminin tarihe karigacagi konusuluyor. Evden ¢alismanin olumlu ve olumsuz
yonlerini anlatiniz.

Bu konu 1. Béliimiin 1 en populer sorusuydu. Belki de Covid 19 salgini tecriibesi nedeniyle,
adaylarin evden c¢alismanin olumlu ve olumsuz yonleriyle ilgili sdyleyecek ¢ok seyleri vardi. En iyi
cevaplar; evden calismanin ne anlama geldigini, is saatlerinin basinda ve bitiminde trafigin
azalmasi, dolasiyla daha az yakit tiiketimi, daha az hava kirliligi, daha az yakit harcanmasi, trafikte
daha az zamanin bosa gitmesi, 6te yandan aileyle birlikte vakit gegirmek ya da dinlenmek igin daha
¢ok zaman, zamani nasil kullanacagin, ne giyecegin gibi konularda daha ¢ok 6zgurlik gibi, genis
bir olumlu yoénler listesi ¢cikarmislardi. Ayrica adaylarin gogu evden ¢alisma durumunun, ofis kirasi,
elektrik ve kirtasiye gibi giderlerden kurtulan patron ya da sirket i¢cin de avantajli oldugunu belirtmis
ve boylece genis bir bakis agisi sunmuslardi. Adaylar evden galisma sisteminin olumsuz yanlarini
da hem caligsanlar hem de igveren agisindan degerlendirmislerdi. Disiplini kaybetmek, yemek
molalarinda, is ¢ikisinda is arkadaslariyla sosyallesmenin verdigi psikolojik destekten yoksun
kalmak, daha az hareket etmekten kaynaklanan saglik problemleri, ¢galisanlar agisindan en ¢ok ileri
surilen olumsuzluklardi. isveren agisindan da galisanlarin verimlilik diizeyini kontrol edememesi
konusunu dile getirmislerdi.

Adaylar, yabanci dil becerilerini gelistirmeyi, yabanci
kiltirleri tanimayi, gelecekte segebilecekleri meslekler konusunda fikir sahibi olmayi, maddi
nedenle gidemeyecekleri Ulkeleri tanimayi ve farkli insanlarin ayni konuda farkl gorusleri oldugunu
o6grenmeyi, cokga film ve dizi izlemenin olumlu yanlari olarak siralamiglardi. Birgogu TV ve dizi
izlemenin hos vakit gecirmek, arkadaslarla ya da aileyle sosyallesmek igin iyi bir ara¢ oldugunu
eklemiglerdi. Bu davranisin olumsuz yanlari olarak da, bir oturusta butln bir diziyi seyretmenin,
Ozellikle gézlere ve vicuda zarar verebilecegini, bunu bir aligkanlik haline getirmenin ise kisiyi
asosyallestirecegdini, sorumluluk duygusunu kaybetmesine, kimi durumlarda kendini anti
kahramanlarla 6zdeslestirerek sosyal ve ruhsal problemler yasamasina sebep olacagini
anlatmiglar.

Aslinda bu konu en az tercih edilen konuydu ancak bu sikki secenler goruslerini gayet guglu
tezlerle savunmuslardi. Bilginin insani mutsuz ettigi gérusunde olanlar surekli yeni bilgiler pesinde
kosan ve yeni bir bilgiyi toplumla paylasanlarin, bildikleriyle yetinenler tarafindan yalancilikla ya da
sarlatanlikla suglandigini, hatta, bircok adayin érnek olarak verdigi Galileo gibi, 6lime mahkim
edildiklerine yazmislardi. Bazi adaylar ise, bilginin mutsuzluga sebep olmasini yalnizca cahil
kalmay tercih edenlerin tepkileri nedeniyle degil, elindeki cevabi hi¢ bir zaman yeterli bulmayip
surekli sorgulayan insanlarin kendilerinin de bu mutsuzlugun kaynagi oldugunu ileri sirmuslerdi.
Bu 6nermeye katilmayanlar ise her ne kadar cahil oldugunun farkinda bile olmayan ya da
dogmalara yapismayi tercih eden insanlarla ugrasmak oldukga yorucu ise de bilgi pesinde
kosmanin ve yasadigimiz diinya hakkinda yeni seyler 6grenmenin buyuk bir mutluluk oldugunu
ifade etmiglerdi.

Adaylarin cogu mahallelerini, sokaklarini,
evlerini, okullarini, arkadaslariyla oyun oynadiklari yerleri, glizel duygularla hatirladiklari
komsularini, yaptiklar gurtlti yizinden kirdiklari komsularini, top, dondurma, seker aldiklari
dukkanlari ve dukkancilari, batiin bunlarin kendilerine neler hissettirdigini sanki béyle bir deneyim
yasamiglar gibi betimlemiglerdi. Bu gidislerinde battin bunlarda buyuk degisiklikler gdézlemleyenler
duygularini ‘Sanki gocuklugumun sonuna gelmis gibi hissettim!" gibi ifadelerle dile getirmisler.

detaylarla ¢ok canli bicimde betimlemislerdi. Konuyu kafasindaki giftlik imajina gtivenerek segenler,

Writing

Key messages

There are 2 sections in this paper, and 4 alternative titles in each section. Reading all the alternatives
carefully is very important. This enables candidates to choose the one which will work best for them.
Each title ends with an instruction which specifies whether the response will be an argument, a
discursive essay, a description or a story.

Writing an outline before starting to write the actual composition is a good way to make sure that the
most suitable title is chosen. Some titles may sound appealing but the candidate’s repertoire for that
specific title may not be enough to produce a text of the required length. If the composition is too short
there is unlikely to be sufficient well-defined, well-developed ideas/images/arguments/stories for the
award of top marks. Writing an outline will also help candidates organise their thoughts into paragraphs,
stay on topic and avoid repetition.

Demonstrating an awareness of different types of texts in the two sections is another key requirement.

Section 1 essays are either argumentative or discursive. In argumentative essays, the writer is
expected to support a specific opinion, thesis or statement, in order to persuade the reader. In
discursive essays, the writer is expected to discuss both sides of an argument. A discursive essay does
not aim to prove a point but rather give a balanced view of both sides of a subject.

One of the key issues in both argumentative and discursive task of Section 1 is to support and justify
every claim. For example if you claim that people who work from home cannot be as productive as they
would be if they worked in an office, you must justify by explaining why not, what is missing, what is
preventing them from being equally productive. Listing claims does not help to prove a point, unless
justified.

Section 2 essays are either descriptive or narrative. Descriptive essays require candidates to create a
vivid and clear image of a place, person, event etc. in the mind of the reader. All the ingredients like
sounds, colours, scents, atmosphere that will contribute to the creation of this image, should be used in
the description. Narrative essays require candidates to tell a story. A good story needs to be convincing
and lead towards a climax. Devices like flashback and time lapses will make the story more
sophisticated and interesting.

In Section 2 questions, candidates must not confuse a description with a narrative and vice versa.

Using the appropriate style in Section 1 and Section 2 questions is also very important. Section 1 titles
require formal language. Sophisticated, complex sentences, appropriately used signposts, help the
reader follow where the argument is leading to and contribute to style and accuracy marks as well as
content marks. Section 2 titles require the use of more informal language, but candidates should still
refrain from using slang or language which is too informal unless the context requires it.

For all essays, candidates should avoid trying to impress the reader by using sophisticated vocabulary
unless they are really sure about the usage of that vocabulary. Similarly, long sentences do not
necessarily raise the quality of the essay. In fact they carry the risk of losing the link between the subject
and the verb, confusing the reader and causing serious grammatical mistakes.

The response must demonstrate a variety of complex sentences and a wide range of vocabulary used
to communicate precise meaning or to achieve a specific effect. Missing punctuation, wrong spelling
and illegible handwriting impair the comprehensibility of the response.
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This year many candidates seem to have chosen the best topic for themselves, drafted an outline on the
blank page and reflected a good understanding of the requirements of different types of essay. There were
only a few responses which were significantly shorter than the required length.

There is a rumour that the concept of the ‘office’ will soon be history. Discuss the positive
and negative aspects of working from home.

This was the most popular topic in Section 1. Candidates had a lot to say about the positive and
negative aspects of working from home. For the positive effects, the best responses listed a wide
range; the decrease in traffic at the beginning and end of business hours, which also meant less
fuel use, less air pollution, less money spent on fuel, less time spent unnecessarily in traffic.
Working from home, they claimed, eliminates the stress of being watched by the boss or
colleagues. On the other hand, it meant more time at home with family and to relax, more freedom
in deciding how to use your time, what you wear, etc. Most candidates were as good at seeing the
advantages of the working from home option for the ‘boss’/‘company’ as well and explained how
they benefit from not having to pay rent/utility bills etc. for the office. Then again, most responses
clearly showed the negative aspects of working from home, both for the worker and the boss. The
most common negative aspect highlighted for the worker was the threat of losing discipline, losing
the psychological support of having colleagues around, socialising with them at lunch breaks and
after office hours, less movement which may cause health problems, etc. The boss, it was claimed,
also might be losing control over how much the workers are producing.

The popularity of this question shows that many candidates have realised the importance of
choosing the most suitable topic; the one which they have the most knowledge or experience of.
Most candidates fulfilled the task by discussing the positive and negative aspects of this new
system for all parties involved.

In discursive essays, the candidate may support one of the options over the other. It is acceptable
as long both options are discussed objectively before arriving at a final judgment.

Some young people spend all their time watching films and TV serials. Discuss the positive
and negative aspects of this situation.

This topic was the second in popularity. Candidates who chose this topic listed improving their
foreign language skills, expanding their knowledge about foreign cultures, getting inspiration for
their future careers, seeing places they cannot afford to travel to and learning that different people
have different perspectives about the same issue, as positive aspects. Most of them also added
that watching films and TV serials is a good pastime; a good topic to socialise with friends and/or
family about. As for the negative aspects, they listed the health hazards for the eyes and body for
those who watch a whole series in one go, turning it into a habit and thus becoming antisocial,
losing touch with their responsibilities, and in some cases identifying themselves with antiheros
which may lead to psychological and/or social problems. The majority of candidates agreed that it
is not healthy to spend too much time looking at a screen.

‘A person can come to the point s/he wants to reach, with his/her own efforts. The role of
family, society and the system in achieving one’s goals is minimal.” Write whether or not
you agree with this view, justifying your opinions.

Many of the candidates who agreed or disagreed with the statement presented strong arguments.
Those who agreed with the statement said that if one knows what one wants and works really hard
to achieve this target, all the opposing, hindering factors can be overcome. The best responses
were those who supported their claim with convincing reasoning, naming famous successful
musicians, sports people and politicians etc. as examples. Those who disagreed with the statement
emphasised the contribution of the family during the process of preparing for adult life and how
society, the system and even geography can have an impact, quoting the proverb ‘Geography is
destiny! in terms of shaping their options and journey either positively or negatively.
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‘Knowledge makes people unhappy.’ Explain whether you agree or disagree with this
statement, justifying your opinion.

This was the least popular of the topics yet some of those who chose it produced strong
arguments, agreeing or disagreeing with the statement. The ones who agreed with the statement
claimed that those people who continuously seek to increase their knowledge or reveal a new
piece of knowledge are often accused by those who are satisfied with what they know of being liars
or charlatans or even sentenced to death, as in the example some candidates gave of Galileo.
Some candidates claimed that knowledge causes discomfort not only because of the reaction of
those who prefer to stay ignorant but also because of the individual who is never satisfied with the
present answers and therefore keeps on questioning. Those who disagreed with the statement,
stated that in spite of the fact that it is quite tiring to deal with people who do not even know that
they are ignorant or those who prefer to stick to dogmas, it is still a bliss to seek knowledge and
find out more and more about the world around us.

You go back to the neighbourhood where you were born and raised after a long time.
Describe what you see and how it makes you feel.

This was the second most popular topic in Section 2. Many candidates responded as if they had
been through such an experience, describing the neighbourhood, the streets, their house, their
school, where they played with friends, neighbours they remembered with fond feelings,
neighbours whom they had offended at the time because of the noise of their games, the shops
and shop keepers and the memories of balls, ice cream, candies bought at the shops etc. and how
all these memories made them feel. Those who observed a big change in all of the above, reflected
their feelings, using expressions like ‘I felt like | had come to the end of my childhood’. Those who
found most of what they had left behind unchanged, reflected their pleasant feelings as ‘it was like
time had stopped!’ Apart from those who spent too much time narrating the story of the journey to
and from the hometown, most of the responses were truly descriptive.

Write a description with the title ‘Farm Life.’

This was the least popular question in Section 2 but most of those who chose this topic
constructed very vivid descriptions of a farm and farm life. Starting with the cock crowing, they
described the daily routine of the animals in the farm and the members of the farm family, each of
whom seem to have a different responsibility. These descriptions included all the sounds coming
from the animals, and the smell of the barn, sheep pen, stables, and the eggs cooked in a pan in
the morning, eaten with freshly baked bread, etc. Those who seem to have chosen this topic
relying on what they think a farm is, used expressions like the house of the cattle, the eggs broken
under the feet of the sheep, grazing in the garden etc. and failed to get high marks in language and
content as they did not have the relevant vocabulary nor enough knowledge of farm life. This
underlines the importance of the key issue of selecting the right title and planning the response.

‘It was the most beautiful thing | had ever seen!’ Write a story in which this sentence is
used.

This was the most popular topic in this section. The key sentence seems to have inspired the
candidates quite well as it was used in a wide range of topics. It was a cup won at the end of a
football tournament, a newborn baby, a beautiful sky with thousands of bright stars illuminating the
scene below, a pair of beautiful eyes seen at the graduation ball, etc. Most of the time the response
leading to this key sentence was a good story, worth reading.

Narrate a dream you have never forgotten.

This was the third most popular topic in this section. All good stories need a climax. When it comes
to narrating dreams, it is easy to get lost and thus either forget to have one or fail to use it
effectively. It is not enough for the story just to have a beginning, a middle and an end.
Nonetheless, candidates who seem to have chosen this topic deliberately, managed to write
engaging stories. For example, a candidate wrote how he managed to achieve his dream life and
reached a point where he was speeding in Lamborghinis, travelling with private jets, living in an
estate like a palace with a circle of friends around. Reading the success story ending with the call
of mum for breakfast fulfilled the task properly. Or living different phases of one’s life, facing all the
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heartbreaks, dissolutions, joys, that have not yet been experienced in real life and waking up
having matured during the phases of a dream, reflected most of the elements of a good story.

It is important to remember the key messages in preparing for Paper 2. Candidates should read all
the questions carefully, selecting the one for which they have most to say. They should decide
what they want to argue or discuss, and whether to describe or narrate, then write an outline and
use the relevant style of language.

Finally, candidates should make sure that all their efforts are not wasted because of illegible
handwriting.
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
